Also present at the meeting were the following:  Craig D. Pedersen of URS Corporation (“URS”); Kent Burkett, Chief Administrator of the Office of the Brazoria County Judge; Ernest Schreiber, citizen of Brazoria County; and Greer Pagan of Allen Boone Humphries LLP (“ABH”).


Director Davenport called the meeting to order.  
APPROVE MINUTES


The Board first considered approving the minutes of the October 19, 2004 meeting of the Board of Directors.  Upon a motion made by Director Pyburn and seconded by Director Felder, the Board approved the minutes of the October 19, 2004 meeting of the Board of Directors as submitted.

APPROVE DISTRICT REGISTRATION FORM

Mr. Pagan next reviewed the District’s Registration Form.  Following review and discussion, Director Felder moved that the Board authorize filing of the District Registration Form with the Texas Commission on Environmental Quality.  Director Mikeska seconded the motion, which was approved by unanimous vote.  A copy of the District Registration Form TC "District Registration Form" \f C \l "1"  is attached.
REVIEW AND APPROVE PAYMENT OF INVOICES


The Board reviewed invoices TC "invoices" \f C \l "1"  from ABH in the amount of $2,755.53, and URS Corporation in the amounts of $1,770.00 and $4,730.25.  Upon a motion made by Director Mikeska and seconded by Director Pyburn, the Board approved the ABH invoices as submitted for forwarding to the Commissioners Court for consideration.  Mr. Pedersen reviewed the invoice from URS and responded to Board member questions regarding the invoice.  Upon a motion made by Director Pyburn and seconded by Director Felder, the Board approved the invoices as submitted for forwarding to the Commissioners Court for consideration.
UPDATE ON HYDROGEOLOGIC EVALUATIONS AND OTHER WORK BEING PERFORMED BY URS CORPORATION


Mr. Pedersen reviewed a presentation for a proposed internet website containing information of the District, its mission and purpose and the groundwater data that has been compiled by URS.  Mr. Pedersen also discussed drafts of proposed fact sheets that could be utilized on the District’s website.  A copy of the website presentation and the drafts of the fact sheet TC "website presentation and the drafts of the fact sheet" \f C \l "1"  are attached.  No Board action was necessary.
DISCUSSION OF CONFIRMATION AND DIRECTORS ELECTION FOR THE DISTRICT
The Directors, Mr. Pagan, Mr. Pedersen and Mr. Burkett next discussed the possibility of holding a confirmation election in May.  Mr. Burkett discussed the possibility of scheduling “stakeholder” meetings in January with county representatives, various city representatives and industry representatives.  Based on such meetings, the Commissioners Court and the Board would discuss the schedule for the confirmation election.  Director Davenport solicited the thoughts of Mr. Schreiber, who offered his thoughts about the District.  No Board action was necessary.
DISCUSS PRESENTATION TO BRAZORIA COUNTY COMMISSIONERS COURT
Mr. Burkett and Mr. Pedersen discussed with the Board whether URS needed to make another presentation to Commissioner’s Court.  Mr. Burkett concluded that another presentation was not necessary at this time.
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
