The Board of Directors of Brazoria County Groundwater Conservation District, met in regular session, open to the public, on the 11th day of January, 2005, at Brazoria County Courthouse Annex Building, 451 North Velasco, Suite 144, Angleton, Texas, inside the boundaries of the District, and the roll was called of the duly constituted officers and members of the Board, to-wit:

and all of said Directors were present except Director Felder, thus constituting a quorum. 

Also present at the meeting were the following:  Robert Balcells and Craig D. Pedersen of URS Corporation (“URS”); Kent Burkett, Chief Administrator of the Office of the Brazoria County Judge; and Steve Robinson and Justine M. Cherne of Allen Boone Humphries Robinson LLP (“ABHR”).


Director Davenport called the meeting to order.  
APPROVE MINUTES


The Board first considered approving the minutes of the December 7, 2004 meeting of the Board of Directors.  Director O’Day noted corrections to the minutes.  Upon a motion made by Director Pyburn and seconded by Director Mikeska, the Board approved the minutes of the December 7, 2004 meeting of the Board of Directors as corrected.

REVIEW AND APPROVE PAYMENT OF INVOICES


The Board next reviewed an invoice from ABHR TC "invoice from ABHR" \f C \l "1"  in the amount of $2,422.43, a copy of which is attached.  Mr. Burkett reviewed the budget amounts approved by the Brazoria County Commissioners Court (“Commissioners Court”) for ABHR and URS and the invoices submitted to-date.  He stated that Commissioners Court approved a budget of $25,000 for ABHR and the invoices submitted to-date are $12,492.36 for October 2004, $2,755.53 for November and the current invoice in the amount of $2,422.43 for December.  He stated that Commissioners Court approved a budget of $39,023 for URS and the invoices submitted to-date are $9,187.50 for October, $1,770.00 and $4,730.25 for November and no invoice was submitted for December.  Director O’Day requested that the invoices submitted to the Board contain the approved budget and the fees to-date.  Mr. Robinson stated that he anticipates that ABHR will remain within the budget.  Upon a motion made by Director O’Day and seconded by Director Pyburn, the Board approved the ABHR invoice as submitted for forwarding to the Commissioners Court for consideration.
DISCUSSION OF CONFIRMATION AND DIRECTORS ELECTION FOR THE DISTRICT, DISCUSS STAKEHOLDER MEETINGS, INCLUDING RESOLUTIONS IN SUPPORT OF CONFIRMATION OF THE BRAZORIA COUNTY GROUNDWATER CONSERVATION DISTRICT AND TAKE ANY APPROPRIATE ACTION
The Directors, Mr. Robinson, Mr. Pedersen and Mr. Burkett next discussed the dates available for holding confirmation election and the related schedule.  The Board requested a calendar of election deadlines.  Mr. Burkett discussed the schedule for “stakeholder” meetings to be held in January with representatives of Brazoria County, various cities and industries.  He suggested that the Commissioners Court and the Board would discuss the schedule for the confirmation election based on such meetings.  Mr. Burkett stated that “stakeholder” meetings are scheduled for municipalities on January 20, 2005 at 9:00 a.m. with Commissioner Payne and Director Davenport, 10:30 a.m. with Commissioner Clowson and Director Pyburn, 2:00 p.m. with Commissioner Harris and Director O’Day and 3:30 p.m. with Commissioner Stanley and Director Mikeska.  Mr. Burkett stated that he, Joe B. Allen, Steve Robinson, Craig Pederson and Robert Balcells will attend all of the meetings and that Judge Willy will moderate the meetings.  Mr. Robinson stated that the Board can decide when to next meet after the January 20, 2005 meetings have finished.  
The Board discussed scheduling “stakeholder” meetings for water districts and distributing a list of water districts to the Directors for review to determine which water districts would be included in the District.  

Mr. Robinson reviewed a draft Resolution Supporting Confirmation of Brazoria County Groundwater District for possible adoption by “stakeholders.”  Discussion ensued regarding campaign funding.  No Board action was necessary.
DISCUSS PRESENTATION TO BRAZORIA COUNTY COMMISSIONERS COURT

The Board concurred that a presentation was not necessary at this time.

DISCUSS WEB SITE AND BROCHURES AND TAKE ANY APPROPRIATE ACTION


Mr. Pederson next reviewed data provided by the Texas Water Development Board on groundwater use by industrial users.  Discussion ensued regarding the data. 

Mr. Pederson reviewed drafts of proposed fact sheets revised per comments from the Board members.  Discussion ensued regarding contact information to be provided on the fact sheets and other revisions requested by Board members.

The Board requested that copies of the four-page brochure as revised be available for distribution at the January 20, 2005 “stakeholder” meetings.  Discussion ensued regarding the timing for launching the District’s website.

UPDATE ON HYDROGEOLOGIC EVALUATIONS AND OTHER WORK BEING PERFORMED BY URS CORPORATION


Mr. Pedersen reported that updated information from the U.S. Geological Survey will not be available for several months.
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
